Caller of the Month

In 1982 the ACF began publishing a magazine called “Callerlink”. Each month they 
would publish information about one of Australia’s callers. This profile was taken from 
the complementary February 1982 edition of caller Jack Murphy.

“Jack Murphy, caller of the Whitehorse Club 
in Box Hill, Victoria has been calling without a 
break since 1952 and has also called at fifteen 
National Conventions. Today Jack says he now 
has all his eggs in the one basket. He calls 
on four different nights at his club to different 
standards; Beginners, Mainstream, Plus and 
Challenge whilst his wife, Dot teaches and cues 
all the Round Dancing. Back in the 50’s , he 
says some of the highlights were being invited 
as caller at the only Mayoral Square Dance Ball 
held in Australia at the Box Hill Town Hall. He 
also organised and called at a Square Dance 
Ball when over 1500 dancers came along, 
which perhaps was the largest gathering of 

square dancers ever to dance in the one building in Victoria. Two of his guest callers that 
night were Eddie Carol and present day caller Wally Cook. In 1966 Jack and Dot were 
fortunate enough to go on a world tour where they travelled through thirty countries. 
Whilst in the USA they stayed with various callers in their private homes. Jack was thrilled 
to be invited as a guest caller at eighteen clubs in various states throughout USA.

In recent times Jack called in New Zealand 1974, in Canada 1976, in Manila in the 
Philippines 1979 and USA 1980. Jack was made an accredited caller with Callerlab in 
1980. Callerlab also honoured him by making him a member of the Quarter Century 
Club in recognition of outstanding service to the square dance activity.

This year 1982, Jack and Dot are taking a party of fifty dancers on a thirty-seven day 
tour of England, Germany and Italy

Finally, Jack at present, is Vice President of the Victorian Callers Association and a Board 
Member of ACF. He hopes that all callers in the country will unite together for the good 
of their hobby and take pride in being or becoming a member of the Australian Callers 
Federation.”

Here’s hoping you and your loved ones are all safe and well during these very unusual 
times. 

The ACF board had its AGM via the Zoom video conferencing app this year, and all 
18 members were able to attend. It was the first time I had used this software, and I 
was pretty impressed with it, and impressed with the board members who organised 
it so smoothly and efficiently – well done all. I’m guessing the current situation with 
COVID-19 will cause an upswing in the use of this sort of technology. The Board were 
generally in favour of incorporating this technology into future meetings too. Maybe this 
will help one of the aims of the Board and cut the amount of time spent in meetings that 
many ACF members attend at future conventions. It has ramifications for training too, 
and these topics are also under discussion by the Board….

I won’t go into what a bummer – if I can say that – it is that the 61st National Square 
Dance Convention and the Callers’ Conference have had to be cancelled. You all know 
by now, and are all dealing with it in your own ways. Our thoughts and thanks are with 
those who worked so hard to make these two events happen. 

Some items of interest from the meeting include the Board’s decision that, in the current 
circumstances, ACF membership fees for the 2020/2021 year will be suspended for 
all current members. APRA fees will remain unchanged. See your state coordinator 
for further details. The ACF has absorbed many cancellation costs for the two above 
events, and has been making refunds steadily to members, as well as making some 
compensation to Arden Hopkins and Randy Dougherty.

There have been some small changes in board 
position members, including Les Tulloch as the 
new SA State Coordinator, and Darren Taylor as 
the Tasmanian State Coordinator. Special thanks 
and wishes were extended to Jeff Seidel from South 
Australia who is retiring from the Board after forty-one 
years of valuable service. 

The question of eligibility and recording of hours 
was raised and how this was to be dealt with in these 
circumstances. It was decided that there be a  
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moratorium on eligibility and all members will retain their 2019/2020 eligibility for the 
current period. Your State Coordinator will be able to tell you more. 

Our Callerlab Liaison officer – Graham Elliott – also advised 
that they are discussing the introduction of a shorter entry 
program for square dancing and will be taking a vote soon. 
Graham is encouraging Australian Callers to get on board 
with Callerlab and join the Mainstream Committee, to 
increase the Australian vote on these sorts of issues.

Remember it will be up to callers to jump start square dancing 
again once the pandemic is over, as we don’t want to lose 
dancers (or callers) through the lack of face-to-face activity. 
In the meantime clubs are getting creative and keeping in 
touch via Zoom, Skype, Facebook, email and many other 
types of electronic media. Additional recommendations for 
communication media are welcome!

Here’s looking forward to seeing everyone on the dance floor again. It will make 
returning to it even more exciting, and just think how much more we will appreciate the 
next national in Darwin. 

Remember the ancient Persian adage “this too shall pass”, and stay safe.

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Words of Wisdom by Patty Greene
Square Dance Caller and Entertainer

Dear beloved square dance family,

What strange times we are going through. Dances and major events are being cancelled 
and postponed hourly it seems. Clubs are choosing to go dark for a bit in order to 
protect their members. Some are being forced to go dark because their facilities are 
being temporarily shuttered or restricted. Some are going to keep on dancing as long as 
they can. I have been asked by more than one person what I think. So here you go: We 
are one big massive Family. We are “Friendship set to Music.” We are uniquely poised 
to be a HOPE-filled community. We already support each other during our every day 
walks of life. We need to stay that course and be beacons of hope in our square dance 
community, our families, and in our larger circles. 

Contrary to some of the swirling conversations going on out there, I don’t believe that 
this is the death toll of our activity. We are entering into a little sabbatical until we are 
on the other side. We are NOT alone. Groups all over the world are making these 
same difficult decisions. Many of you are tired. This is a chance to rest, regroup, re-
energize and jump back in when the time is right. We should be supporting our leaders 
as they make these difficult decisions, supporting our fellow dancers and callers/cuers/
prompters as they make decisions as best as they know how. Not everyone is going to 
be happy no matter what decision is made. 

The Family SHOULD be gracious, kind, and understanding of the difficult decisions that 
are coming down the pike. There’s no need to second-judge, disrespect, or bad mouth 
the decision-makers or the events. Trust me, those making the decisions are already 
agonizing over what to do. How about practicing some kindness? Too much judgement 
and insightful language out there. Don't add to it. Err on the side of being kind. The 
Family should be respectful of our dancer’s decisions. If they choose to stay home for 
a bit, that’s their right. Everyone is choosing their response according to their own 
circumstances and believe system, from “the sky is falling” to “just gonna live my life”.

Be kind and gracious and let them know that you understand with no judgement. 
Assure your dancers that they will be welcome with open arms when we get back in the 
swing of things. Reach out to your members. Get emails from everyone & just check in. 
Get together in small groups for a meal. Maintain connections with new dancers and 
experienced dancers alike. 

Be giving and forgiving. When things start to return to normal, support your clubs, your 
events, your weekends. Welcome people back to the gatherings of our family. Look 
forward with hope. Don’t sabotage by lamenting. Reach out to your students who will 
have been gone for a bit. If you have to start at Circle Left again – DO IT! Be patient 
with those who are hesitant. Welcome people with a smile, a handshake or a hug. 
Support your leaders as they restart activities. I love my square dance family. I love them 
to infinity & beyond. I will love them during & after this current global crisis. I will be 
ready to jump back in with open arms & a rested spirit when we are able We’ve got this.
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The Square Dance Dress Code 

What is an appropriate dress code for square dancing in 2020?  To some people, the 
“traditional” square dance attire is old, uncool, unattractive, and difficult to dance in. 
To others, it brings additional joy to the activity. Dress Code has been an ongoing topic 
of discussion with many points of view for many years.

In October 2008 Gary Carpenter wrote an article which appeared in the Square Dance 
Review. Gary mentioned that in his opinion, “the biggest stumbling block for the ladies... 
is the circa 1952-3 dress/skirt. Its biggest asset is the number of ills it hides.”

The other issues he mentioned included scratchy petticoats that take up too much space 
and generational issues such as sleeve length and covered shoulders. 

He then talked about the weather and men’s attire and the length of sleeve for shirts. 
Australia can get pretty hot in summer! What is better sweaty arms or a drenched shirt 
sleeve?

In the same issue there was an article by Chris Froggatt  who suggested that, “Dancers-
remember to dress modestly and appropriately for your age. You can look spectacular 
and be discrete at the same time. Callers- lead by example. If you look like a middle 
aged teenager, you can’t expect anything better from your audience.”

In August 2009 an article by Bev Reynols which was taken from the July issue of 
“Squaring Around Western Australia” was published in the Review. This article dealt with 
the length of prairie skirts and the size of the heel on ladies shoes in regard to safety and 
of course the length of sleeve for men’s shirts. 

I also found an article from the internet by Jeff Garbutt which follows:

Does it matter what we wear ? Are we so focused on a dress standard that we are 
turning some (potential) people away ? Alternatively, if we have a “free for all” , would 
square dancing lose a unique character that adds to the overall experience ? As always 
- the truth lies somewhere in the middle - so we should seek to find this middle point.

Other people who have already brought this subject up are probably feeling like lone 
voices in a large crowd at the moment - but please don’t shoot the messenger if you 
don’t like the message. They genuinely care about the movement, and wish to see it 
grow. And are only trying to make us “consider the possibilities”. People who care about 
the future of anything should always be critically looking at every aspect of their interest.

At the risk of being shot down in flames in the same firing line, I would like to add a 
bit of support. As already stated by others - our costumes aren’t the only reason for the 
downturn in dancer numbers, but they certainly are a “contributing factor”. And if we are 
really serious about revitalizing our activity - we have to look at all contributing factors. 
But firstly let’s look logically at why dress standards are used in other circumstances - 
and ask ourselves where square dancing fits in:
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The Square Dance Dress Code

Ethnic and cultural values: This is where a particular group preserve their cultural heritage 
by using traditional dress. I’m sorry -but this does not apply to Square Dancing! Square 
dancing is a truly international pastime that does not belong to any one particular 
country. Firstly in respect of its origins, which can be traced back to a “melting pot” of 
influences. All the Americans did was to stir the melting pot and serve up the end result! 
And secondly on where it is practiced - worldwide. Even decisions on the future of 
square dancing are made on an international basis. In any case - if we were to accept 
the “traditional American barn dance clothing” as the traditional dress - then we are so 
far removed from that heritage with our current standards as to be untraditional.

Current fashions: One lady I know recently made the following comment: “In the late 
70’s ... square dance apparel matched the era”, but it certainly doesn’t now.

International standard: Actually there is no international standard, just a de-facto dress 
style that has grown out of years of an active “square dance fashion” industry. Oops - 
there’s that word “fashion” again.

I’m sure that many others can add additional items to the above list and others could 
discredit my comments. But when I look at it logically - I can only see two main 
considerations that must be enforced - shoes of a stated minimum surface contact 
area - and long sleeve shirts for men. Everything else is open to fashion, neatness and 
personal considerations. Naturally we don’t want total chaos - but a broadening of 
what is acceptable. Contrary to popular wisdom, which states that square dancing is 
not for everyone, I believe that square dancing can be for everyone. It is inherently easy 
to learn, interactive, fun, promotes friendship and fitness and all those other things that 
is good for the human physique. In fact it is so good that I don’t see why anyone should 
miss out - so let’s not put any impediments in their way.

And finally I put to you one question - would you prefer to see a strict dress code worn 
by a small number of dancers - or a slightly relaxed standard worn by many more?

Safety considerations: We have a “duty of care” to ensure we dress to reduce the risk of 
injury to ourselves and others. This is normally considered in the context of “work-sites” 
- but also affects us in Square Dancing - in particular the shoes we wear.

Site considerations: Most venues we dance in specify a minimum contact area for shoes 
- to help preserve their floors.

Health and hygiene: We also have a duty of care to promote a healthy environment and 
being considerate of others’ comfort . This means coming in neat and clean clothing. 
Being considerate of others also covers the reason that men wear long sleeve shirts - so 
that ladies do not have to make contact with sweaty, hairy arms.

So what do we all think now, on the next page are some of the results from a recent 
survey where everyone was given an opportunity to have their say
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National Convention Dress Standards

Late last year and earlier this year the Australian National Square Dance Convention 
Board distributed a survey to dancers via the National Facebook group, TAWS and each 
state association to get your input on dress standards for Australian National Square 
Dance Conventions.

Due to the cancellation of the 61st convention in the Blue Mountains, the Convention 
Board recently held their annual meeting via a Zoom online forum and the results from 
the survey were discussed during this meeting.
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It is obvious from the 540 responses we received that the majority of people expect 

a certain standard of dress for our National Conventions. It is important to note that 

this research was conducted to determine expectations for our National Conventions 

only. Each state and club function may have their own specific dress standards and 

expectations.

Do you feel that we should expect a certain standard of dress for our premium dance 

function of the year – the National Square Dance Convention?

 

From your responses to the specific dress standard questions, a number of current dress 
standards will be reviewed and updated. These include:

•	 Short	sleeves	for	men
•	 Petticoats	for	ladies
•	 Prairie	skirts
•	 Optional	afternoon	casual	attire
•	 Hats
Other areas dancers expressed as concerns will also be considered, discussed and 
updated if necessary. These include:

•	 Weather/temperature	conditions
•	 Ladies	shoes
•	 Those	who	may	dance	regularly	as	a	left	or	right	hand	dancer	but	is	the	opposite				
gender to the standards set out

•	 Overseas	guests
•	 Dress	shorts/jeans
Whilst details will need to be discussed at length and new standards written with care we 
will be working on these over the next few months and look forward to updating you all 
with the new standards throughout the year.

Thanks again to all of you who took the time to contribute and help us update the 
standards to meet dancer expectations.
